Kids will worship at church by singing, 
raising hands, clapping, and dancing.

Kids will reflect worship with 
their actions and words. 

Kids will show humility when 
experiencing God in worship.

they may serve Him and each other.

Kids understand God has given them 
talents and abilities to serve others.

Kids will understand the value 
of putting others first.

Kids will demonstrate growth of 
character through obedience.
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Disciples develop a heart of compassion for all people that 
leads to generosity and learn to freely share possessions 

and God’s love with others.
