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DAY 1—What does it mean to say the Bible is inspired?
FOUNDATION 1: We believe the Bible is the verbally inspired and only infallible (incapable of being wrong) and authoritative (having authority over beliefs and conduct) written Word of God (2 Timothy 3:15–17; 2 Peter 1:21).

Question 
What do the verses you read say about our Foundation?  

LEARN from God’s Word
In this Scripture, Paul used a word that literally means “God-breathed.” Much like a musician breathes into an instrument to make music, God breathed into the biblical writers to create the Bible. He speaks through every verse, every story, and every concept.

What does it mean to you that God’s Word is inspired? 

LIVE God’s Word
Question
What is one area of your life right now where God’s Word can teach, correct, or equip you? Take time to look up what the Bible says about that area. 

Pray
Father, help me to not only read Your Word, but to let it change me. I want to live for You. Amen.


DAY 2—How do we know that we can trust what the Bible has to say?
FOUNDATION 1: We believe the Bible is the verbally inspired and only infallible (incapable of being wrong) and authoritative (having authority over beliefs and conduct) written Word of God (2 Timothy 3:15–17; 2 Peter 1:21). 

LISTEN to God through His Word
Read 2 Peter 1:20–21. 
 
Pray and invite God to speak to you.  

Question 
What do the verses you read say about our Foundation?  

LEARN from God’s Word
There are lots of reasons to trust God’s Word, but one of the most amazing is the way the prophecies in it have been fulfilled. A very simple definition of prophecy is God giving a person a specific message He wants them to share. Sometimes it reveals new info about the present, and sometimes it’s info about the future. 

Here is just one of hundreds of Old Testament prophecies fulfilled in the Bible. In Acts 2:4–6, after Jesus’ followers were first baptized in the Holy Spirit, Peter reminded the crowd that the prophet Joel had prophesied that this would happen hundreds of years before. (See Acts 2:14–18.) The prophecy about the Holy Spirit happened exactly as the Scriptures said—and this prophecy continues to be fulfilled today! 
 
Question
Is it significant to you that prophecies in the Bible have been fulfilled as proof that the Bible can be trusted? Why or why not? 
 
LIVE God’s Word
Question
The prophets proclaimed God’s message as the Holy Spirit moved them. What is the message God wants you to share with someone? 

Pray
Father, help me to not only know Your Word, but to proclaim it like the prophets did. Show me people I need to share Your message with. Amen.
 
DAY 3—What difference does the Bible make in our everyday life?
FOUNDATION 1: We believe the Bible is the verbally inspired and only infallible (incapable of being wrong) and authoritative (having authority over beliefs and conduct) written Word of God (2 Timothy 3:15–17; 2 Peter 1:21). 

LISTEN to God through His Word
Read Psalm 119:105. 
 
Pray and invite God to speak to you.  

Question 
What does this verse you read say about our Foundation?  

LEARN from God’s Word
The Bible was written by more than forty writers over about fifteen hundred years, yet its message is remarkably consistent. God teaches us many things that can make a difference in our everyday life. For example, the Bible:
· Tells us where we came from (Genesis 2:7);
· Describes our ultimate destiny (Revelation 21:26–27);
· Explains our purpose (Genesis 1:26–28);
· Gives us practical life instructions (Matthew 7:12);
· Encourages us (Hebrews 12:1–3);
· Warns us (Hebrews 10:26–31);
· Teaches us wisdom (Proverbs 9:10); and
· Equips us for good works (2 Timothy 3:16–17). 
 
Question
What is one area in the list above that you would like God to speak to you about? 
Read that verse or verses and note what it says to you.
 
LIVE God’s Word
Question
As we read God’s Word, it will change us. Reflect on how God has used His Word to guide you in the past. What do you need His guidance for now?  

Pray
Dear God, You promise that Your Word will guide me like a light for my path. Show me how to live for You every day. Amen. 
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
