Session Overview

In this Learn session, preschoolers will discover that God cares about all the details of their life. Throughout the Bible, we see God involved in the lives of His people. He cares about the small day-to-day things as well as our big problems. As Christians, we’re called to trust that God will take care of us no matter what we’re facing.

Preservice Activities
See what’s needed at the beginning of the session.
Bible Story Warm-Up
Today, we’ll learn how much God cares for us. Does anyone know what it means to care for someone? (Allow responses.) When you care for someone, you give them attention. You help them when they need help, and you let them know they’re loved. One way we can show people that we care about them is to listen when they talk. That’s just like you’re doing right now. You’re listening to me and letting me know that you care about me.
Today we will show each other that we care. I’m going to pass this megaphone around. When you’re holding it, you get to talk, and everyone else will listen to you. I want you to answer this question as we pass it around. What is your favorite candy?
•	Pass the megaphone around and help kids remember to listen to the one holding it.
Great job listening! You all did so well showing each other that you care about them. Let’s do this again. This time you’ll answer two questions. Who is someone that cares about you? How can you tell that they care?
•	Pass the megaphone around and help kids remember to listen to the one holding it.
Those are all such good answers. I know those people care about you a lot, but there is Someone who cares about you more than even your parents. Who do you think that is? (Allow responses.) That’s right. God cares about us even more than our parents. Can you imagine that? Today, we will learn that My God cares.
•	Ask questions that introduce the Bible story and theme:
What are some ways that God cares for us?
Who is someone that you care about?
What are some ways that you show others you care about them?
Today, as we learn how God cares, be sure to listen for moments when God cared for His people.
Snack
Leader’s Choice Snack
I had a feeling you would be hungry, so I wanted to take care of you. I have this special snack just for you.
•	Give everyone the snack.
Today, we will learn how much God takes care of us. Did you know He loves to take care of you? (Group response) What are some things that you take care of?
Free Play
Any extra time can be spent playing with toys.
Transition
A few minutes before service begins have kids make their way to the large group area and sit in their designated areas.










Large Group
25 Minutes
See what’s needed at the beginning of the session.

Introduction
I’m so glad all my friends are here today. I look forward to spending time with you. Today is one of my favorite days of the week because it means that we get to learn about God together. Who else is excited to be here? (Group response) It’s going to be a great day.
Today, we’ll learn that God cares. He cares about each one of us. Who wants to share one way that God cares about us? (Allow responses.) Those are great answers.
Faith Fact
Our Faith Fact today is a short, simple reminder: My God cares.
•	Show the Faith Fact Slide.

Why don’t we say it together? As you say it, give yourself a big hug. Ready? My God cares. Let’s say it again. My God cares.

Bible Time
Why don’t we check in with Lizzy to hear what she’s learning from the Bible? If you’re ready for today’s Bible story, blink your eyes really fast. (Group response)
•	Play Bible Lesson Video A.

That was amazing! Lizzy has learned so much. I love that she and Grandpa share what they are learning from the Bible with us. If you liked today’s Bible story, raise your hand. (Group response) Who in the story prayed to God? (Allow responses.) That’s right. King Hezekiah prayed to God, and God heard those prayers. He saw King Hezekiah’s tears. God listened and showed King Hezekiah how much He cares. God cares about you and me, too.

Worship
One of the ways God shows us how much He loves us is by how well He takes care of us. He loves us so much that He cares about everything that we do. Isn’t it amazing that God loves us that much? (Group response) One of the ways that we can show God how much we love and care about Him is to worship Him.
Praise
Are you glad God cares for you? Jump up high. (Group response)
Are you glad God knows what’s best for you? Clap your hands three times. (Group response)
Are you glad you can trust God? Wave your hands up high. (Group response)
Sing
Let’s tell God how much we care about Him by worshipping Him as we sing.
•	Lead the kids in singing one or two songs. See song suggestions at the beginning of the session.
Prayer
Wow, you sound amazing! Let’s take some time to talk to God now. Bow your head and pray with me.
	
Dear God, thank You for caring about us. We love that You listen to us when we pray just like You listened to King Hezekiah. Help us to remember that we can always talk to You even when we are sad or sick like King Hezekiah was. We love You. Amen.




Bible Time cont’d
Let’s check back in with Lizzy. I think she’s going to teach us the rest of the Faith Verse.
•	Play Bible Lesson Video B.

Wow! It’s so great that Lizzy has found a way to stay in contact with her friend. She must really care about her. I think each of us should do exactly what Lizzy did and share our Faith Verse with someone we care about this week. Can you do that? (Group response) I will, too.
Response Time
•	Play a worship song quietly.
I’m so amazed by all that we’ve learned today. We learned that God cares about us. I loved listening to our Bible story and hearing how much God loved King Hezekiah. When Hezekiah prayed, God listened. When he cried, God saw his tears. God saw everything that was happening to King Hezekiah and chose to heal him.
Just as God cared about King Hezekiah, God cares about you and me. Let’s pray and thank God for caring about us. As we pray, hug yourself as a reminder that God cares about you.
•	Optional: Have the kids repeat phrases of the prayer after you.
	
Dear God, we love You so much! Thank You for caring about us. I love that we can talk to You about anything and that You’ll listen. Help us to always trust that You are with us. Amen.


Faith Verse
Now, that we know the rest of the Faith Verse, let’s try to say the whole verse with all the actions.
•	Show the Faith Verse Slide.

Isaiah 55:8 (NLT)
“My thoughts are nothing like your thoughts,” says the LORD. “And my ways are far beyond anything you could imagine.”
Isaiah (hands at waist, spread apart, palms up and out)
55: (hands together like a clap)
8 (hands opened to “book”)
“My thoughts (pointer fingers point to head)
are nothing (hands swoop down in a crisscross form)
like your thoughts,” (pointer fingers point to head)
says (pointer fingers to both sides of mouth)
the LORD. (pointer fingers point to the sky)
“And my ways (presenting hands out)
are far beyond (hand above eye then move hand out)
anything (spin with hands out)
you could imagine.” (move hands in an archlike shape above head)
Wonderful! You’re doing such a good job with our Faith Verse. Learning God’s Word is another way we can show God how much we care about Him.
Closing
You’ve done such a great job listening today. Who can tell me something that you learned? (Allow responses.). Those are great things to remember. I love it when we get to be together and learn about God.
•	Play the Faith Fact Sound video (bell ringing).

•	Show the Faith Fact Slide.

Everybody freeze! Do you know what that sound means? It’s time to say our Faith Fact. We’re going to clap our hands with each word as we say it. Ready? My God cares. (Group response)
Dismissal to Small Groups
Now clap your hands together and applaud yourself for doing such an awesome job! Let’s head to our circle time and keep the fun going.
•	Dismiss the kids by groups.
	
Leader Tip: This can be done by assigning color teams or by age groups. Note that some young preschoolers may not know their age. Using a colored sticker, jersey, or wristband will help separate the kids and help identify their small groups.








Small Group

Circle 1
Group Connection
Telephone Relay
Who’s ready for some fun? (Group response) Today, we’ll practice doing something that we learned about today. One way God shows He cares for us is by listening when we talk to Him.
Let’s line up in two lines on opposite sides of the room. I will whisper a message to the first person in this line. Then, the listener will run to the opposite line and whisper the message to the first person in that line and go to the back of that line. The new listener will run back to the other line and whisper the message. We’ll take turns until the last person says the message aloud to the group. You’ll need to pay close attention to what you hear to make sure we don’t miss the message.
•	Divide the group into two teams. Line up one team on one side of the room and the other team across the room.
•	To start the game, say the Faith Fact, My God cares, to the first kid in one line.
•	Repeat until everyone has heard the message. Have the last kid say the message aloud to the group.
Thanks for listening to each other. You showed you really care about each other. Did we get the message right? (Group response) Who wants to try it again with a more challenging message? (Group response)
•	Play again if you have time.
•	Tell the first kid in one line: God listens to our prayers.
•	Have the last kid share what they heard.
How did we do? (Group response) Aren’t you glad that we can talk directly to God when we pray? (Group response) He always hears us, and He always cares about us.



Circle 2
Activity Page Time
My God Cares
	
You Will Need
· Small Group Activity Page, one per kid
· Pencils, one per kid
· Crayons
Getting Ready
· Print copies of the Small Group Activity Page, one per kid.



Today, we learned that God cares about us. In fact, God cares about everything we do. That’s what our Activity Page is about.
•	Give each kid a Small Group Activity Page and a pencil.
As you look at these pictures, I want you to search for a little heart in each one. Then, circle it with your pencil. This reminds us that God cares about us no matter what is happening to us!
•	Ask questions as the kids are working on their pages.
•	Pass out the crayons.
Now, let’s look at the pictures as you color. What’s happening in each of them? (Allow responses.) God cared about King Hezekiah when he was sick. Hezekiah cried even though he was a king. Does that surprise you? (Group response) How can God show each of these people in the pictures that He cares? Remember, God might choose to have another person help us to show that He cares. (Allow responses.)
•	During the activity, interrupt and practice the Faith Fact: My God cares.
•	Play Faith Fact Sound video. Review the Faith Fact even if you can’t play the sound.


Circle 3
Feet-to-Floor Game Time
Pass It On
	
You Will Need
· Large ball

No prep is needed for this activity.



Who remembers what our Faith Fact is? (Group response) That’s right! My God cares. There are so many ways that God shows us He cares. Today, we’ve learned that God listened to King Hezekiah’s prayers. God loved Hezekiah and cared about him. God cares about you, too. Today, we’ll take turns passing this ball around. When you catch it, think of a time or way that God cares for you. I’ll go first.
•	Share a time or way God cares for you. Then, pass the ball to someone in the group.
•	Continue until each kid has a chance to share.
Wow! You’re so good at this game. God really cares about all of you. I want us to shout our Faith Fact one more time. My God cares.

Circle 4
Hands-On Learning
Little Details
	
You Will Need
· Leaves (real or fake)
· Magnifying glass

No prep needed for this session



Did you know that Jesus also told us that God cares about all the small details of our life? (Group response) Jesus said we can know that God cares about the details in our life because He cares about the birds and flowers He created. He feeds them and makes them beautiful. God cares about their smallest details. Let’s look closely at the details of these leaves.
•	Show kids the leaves.
When we look at leaves on trees from far away, they all of kind of look the same. Have you ever noticed how different leaves are when you look at them up close? Sometimes they’re different shapes or colors. In the spring, they are usually green on the trees. In the fall before the leaves fall off the trees, they change color to red, brown, orange, or yellow.
•	Hold up the magnifying glass.
Does anyone know what this is? (Allow responses.) That’s right. It’s a magnifying glass. When we look through it, small objects look bigger. When we look at the leaves, we can see all the special details that make each leaf different from the other leaves.
•	Let kids look at the leaves with the magnifying glass.
From far away, I can see that you are all preschoolers, but I have to get closer to see each of you individually. When I’m close, I can see that some of you have brown eyes, some have green eyes, and some have blue eyes. This is the really cool thing about God. He doesn’t need anything special like a magnifying glass to see all the details in our life. It’s really amazing how much God cares about us.
Dismissal

•	Play the Faith Fact Sound video (bell ringing).

•	Show the Faith Fact Slide.

Did you have fun today? I had so much fun learning with you. Before we leave, let’s say our Faith Fact one more time with the biggest, loudest voice that you have. My God cares. Great job! I had a great time learning more about God’s Word with you. See you next time.
•	Send home the Small Group Activity Page with each kid.
•	Remind parents that there are Family Devotions available on the app to do with their kid.
•	Tell everyone the date and time for the next session.
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
