Who is the Holy Spirit?
In His most famous sermon (Matthew 5–7), Jesus taught us to love our enemies, give to the needy, and put God’s kingdom first in our life. These high expectations don’t take us long to recognize a problem. We simply can’t do this on our own. So, why did Jesus command us to live a life He knows full well we cannot live on our own? The key is that Jesus never asked us to live the Christian life on our own. In fact, Jesus explained there is a gift that is indispensable for every Christian: the Holy Spirit. Jesus as God in the flesh is a wonderful gift, and God living inside us is amazing too! God living within us can empower us, help us grow, and equip us in a unique way that God among us could not.
Session Overview
The Holy Spirit Is God
In this Learn session, preschoolers will discover how Ananias and Sapphira thought that they could get away with lying to Peter and the other church leaders. They weren’t just lying to people. They were lying to the Holy Spirit. We can’t lie to the Holy Spirit because He’s God, and God knows everything. Preschoolers will see that the Holy Spirit lives inside us to help us follow God.

Preservice Activities
	•	Set out toys and snacks.

	•	Prepare the snacks. Each plate should include a graham cracker, a spoonful of frosting, a craft stick, one yellow candy, one red candy, and one green candy.

Preservice Activities
See what’s needed at the beginning of the session.
Bible Story Warm-Up
Fruit Match Up
Today, we’ll learn about God’s Holy Spirit. He lives in us and helps us grow in many ways. Here are some of them.
•	Read the fruit of the Spirit as you show kids the fruit pictures.
Let’s see how many of these fruit we can match up. I’ve got two of each one. I’ll lay them out so you can’t see the pictures. Then, you will take turns choosing pairs until we match all the pairs.
•	Lay out fruit pictures with the printed side down on the table or floor.
•	Call on a kid to turn over two cards. If the cards match, they can choose who gets to pick next. If they don’t get a match, turn the pictures back over and choose another kid to take a turn.
•	Ask these questions.
Who loves you a lot?
Who is the happiest, most joyful person you know?
Have you ever had a hard time waiting for something? What was it?
Who is the kindest person you know? How do they show kindness?
Snack
Stoplight Snack
As kids are preparing the snack, share the following:
Today, we’ll learn about the Holy Spirit. Have you heard of the Holy Spirit? (Group response) The Holy Spirit is God. He lives in us, and He has an important job to do. He helps us know what’s right and wrong for us to say and do. That’s a lot like a stoplight. Have you seen a stoplight when you’re riding in a car? (Group response) A stoplight helps drivers know when they should stop or go. Today, we’ll make stoplights for our snack.
•	Pass out the plates to the kids.

First, take your graham cracker and use the craft stick to spread frosting on it. Then, add the three candies. The red one goes on the top, the yellow one in the middle, and the green one at the bottom.
•	Help kids make the snack.
•	As kids are eating, share the following:
While you eat your snack, let’s learn a little more about the Holy Spirit. Have you ever done something that you knew was wrong and then felt yucky on the inside? (Group response) That feeling is one way the Holy Spirit works in us. He helps us to know how to live. We’ll find out more about that in our Bible story today. I can’t wait.
Free Play
Any extra time can be spent playing with toys.
Transition
A few minutes before service begins have kids make their way to the large group area and sit in their designated areas.






Large Group
25 Minutes
See what’s needed at the beginning of the session.

Introduction
This is the part of our time together where we get to learn from God’s Word, the Bible. It’s God’s story written for you and for me. I love that you’re ready to learn with me.
Today, we’ll learn that God knows everything. His Holy Spirit lives inside us, and we can’t trick Him. We should listen to Him so that we make good choices. I know I need the Holy Spirit’s help. How about you? (Group response)
Faith Fact
The Holy Spirit is always here to help us. What can help us remember that? I know! Our Faith Fact. The Holy Spirit lives in me.
•	Show the Faith Fact Slide.

Can you whisper the Faith Fact? The Holy Spirit lives in me. Can you stand up and say the Faith Fact? The Holy Spirit lives in me. Now, raise your hands and shout it. The Holy Spirit lives in me.

Bible Time
Great job! Are you excited to learn more about the Holy Spirit? (Group response) Me, too. Let’s visit Lizzy and Grandpa and see what they will share with us today.
•	Play Bible Lesson Video A.

Wow, I’m so proud of Lizzy for choosing to tell the truth. That can be very hard to do when we’ve done something we shouldn’t have. She really showed us how to listen to the Holy Spirit. It’s great to know God’s Holy Spirit can help us to make good choices. He can do that because He lives inside you and me.

Worship
The Holy Spirit is a big part of our worship. Let’s worship now.

Praise
Are you glad the Holy Spirit is with us today? Give your neighbor a high five!
Are you glad the Holy Spirit lives in you? Let me hear you say, “Woo hoo!”
Are you glad the Holy Spirit helps you? Wave your hands up high.

Sing
Now let’s sing to worship God. I want you to think about the words you’re singing and remember how great God is.
•	Lead the kids in singing one or two songs. See song suggestions at the beginning of the session.

Prayer
Now that we have finished praise and worship, let’s pray.
	God, thank You for giving us Your Holy Spirit to live in us. Help us to listen with our ears and heart to what You have to say to us today. Amen.



Bible Time cont’d
It’s time to check back in with Lizzy. Let’s see how everything turned out for her.
•	Play Bible Lesson Video B.

Lizzy is really helping us learn more of God’s Word. This Faith Verse gives us lots of things that the Holy Spirit is helping us with. I’m glad He lives in us.
Response Time

•	Play a worship song quietly.
•	Invite the kids to close their eyes and hold their hands with palms up as if they are receiving something.

The Holy Spirit loves us. He wants to help us make good choices and follow after Him. Let’s pray.
	God, we love that You give us everything we need. We love that You sent the Holy Spirit to live in us. Help us as we learn to make good choices and follow You always. Thank You, God. Amen.



Faith Verse
Did you know God loves it when we learn Bible verses from His Word? Let’s say our Faith Verse and do the actions together.
Galatians 5:22–23 (NLT)
The Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control.
•	Show the Faith Verse Slide.

Galatians (hands at waist, spread apart, palms up and out)
5: (hands together like a clap)
22–23 (hands opened to “book”)
The Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit (move hands out then back together in a bowl form)
in our lives: (point both thumbs to self)
love, joy, peace, (crisscross hands over heart)
patience, kindness, goodness, (two thumbs up)
faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. (superhero stance)
You’re so awesome! You’re doing such a good job learning our Faith Verse. I’m proud of you!

Closing
Today, we learned that the Holy Spirit is God and that He lives in us. He knows everything, and we cannot trick Him. He is always with us. I’m so glad He is. How about you? (Group response)
•	Play the Faith Fact Sound video (bell ringing).

Did you hear that? That sound tells us it’s time to practice our Faith Fact one more time: The Holy Spirit lives in me.
•	Show the Faith Fact Slide.

Give me two thumbs-up. Then point your thumbs toward your chest. Let’s say it two more times. Here we go! The Holy Spirit lives in me. The Holy Spirit lives in me.
Dismissal to Small Groups
Who’s excited to go to small groups? (Group response) Let’s go!
•	Dismiss the kids by groups.
	
Leader Tip: This can be done by assigning color teams or by age groups. Note that some young preschoolers may not know their age. Using a colored sticker, jersey, or wristband will help separate the kids and help identify their small groups.



Small Group

Leader Tip: Small groups can alternate to each circle, or all groups can do each activity at the same time. If you choose to alternate, you will need at least one leader per circle.



Circle 1
Group Connection
Pass the Bible
	You Will Need
	•	Bible
	•	Music you can start and stop (cell phone, laptop, etc.)
No prep needed for this activity.



We’re going to play a game. We need to sit in a circle. Let’s do that now.
•	Have the kids sit in a circle close enough together to pass the Bible easily.
The Bible teaches us so much about what God wants us to know. Two things the Bible teaches us is that the Holy Spirit is God and that He lives inside us. I’m going to play music. As it’s playing, pass the Bible to the friend next to you. When the music stops, whoever is holding the Bible gets to stand up and shout the Faith Fact. Let’s practice it first. The Holy Spirit lives in me. We’ll all help you say it if you need us to. Who’s ready to play? (Group response)
•	Play the game until time runs out.

	You Will Need
	•	Small Group Activity Page, one per kid
	•	Watercolors
	•	Small cups
	•	Water
	•	Paintbrushes, one per kid

Getting Ready
	•	Print copies of the Small Group Activity Page, one per kid.
	•	Pour water in small cups.
	•	Set out the paints, paintbrushes, and cups of water



Our page today is about our Faith Fact. Say it with me. The Holy Spirit lives in me. Because He lives inside you, you’re going to draw yourself in the open space.
•	Give kids pens to draw themselves.
It would be fun to paint the rest of the picture of our Faith Fact. Let’s do that, too.
•	As the kids are painting, share the following:
We can’t see the Holy Spirit. He’s kind of like the air we breathe. We can’t see the air, but we know it’s there. Let me show you what I mean. Take in a deep breath and hold it. (Group response) Nod if you felt your lungs or chest expand with air. (Group response) As you blow the breath out, can you see anything? (Group response) We can’t see the air we breathe, but it’s inside us when we breathe. We can’t see the Holy Spirit either, but the Bible says He lives in us. One of the ways we know He’s there is because He tells us what’s right and wrong if we listen closely enough. He can do that because He is God living in us. That’s amazing!

Circle 3
Feet-to-Floor Game Time
Red Light, Green Light
Who remembers our Faith Fact? (Group response) Let’s say it together. The Holy Spirit lives in me. The Holy Spirit helps us follow God. Peter was listening to the Holy Spirit when he knew Ananias was lying. When we listen to the Holy Spirit, He can help us to know when we should or shouldn’t do something.
Let’s play a fun game that helps us learn how to listen. Who has played Red Light, Green Light? (Group response) In this game, when I say, “Green light,” you have to start moving around. When I say, “Red light,” you have to stop and freeze. If you don’t obey and keep moving, then you miss the next turn. That means you have to sit down while everyone else plays again. Who is ready to play? (Group response)
•	Remind kids who move after you say, “Red light,” to be seated until the next time.
•	Let kids take turns being the leader.
•	Play until you’re out of time.
That was a lot of fun. It’s important to obey in this game. There’s Someone even more important to obey. Who is it? (Group response) I’m glad the Holy Spirit is right here to help us. He helps us to know when to go, just like the green light in our game today. He also helps us to know when we should stop doing something wrong just like the red light. We can listen to the Holy Spirit, and He will guide us.
•	During the activity, interrupt and practice the Faith Fact: The Holy Spirit lives in me.
•	Play the Faith Fact Sound video. Review the Faith Fact even if you can’t play the sound.


Circle 4
Hands-On Learning
Stoplight Craft
	You Will Need
	•	Hands-On Learning Page, one for every three kids
	•	Red, yellow, green, and black markers or crayons
	•	Scissors
Getting Ready
	•	Print the Hands-On Learning Page, one for every three kids.
	•	Cut apart the stoplights so each kid can have one.



Today, we learned about the Holy Spirit and how He helps us. The Holy Spirit can work in our life like a stoplight. He helps us know what we should do.
•	Give each kid a stoplight craft.
•	Have kids color each section as you share the following:
A stoplight has three colors. What are they? (Allow responses.) The red is on the top. What does it mean? (Allow responses.) The Holy Spirit can help us know if we need to stop doing something we shouldn’t do. Color the top circle red. If Ananias and Sapphira had been listening to the Holy Spirit, would He have told them to stop and tell the truth? (Group response) The Bible tells us to not lie, so He definitely would have told them to be honest.
The middle circle is like a warning. Color it yellow. Sometimes the Holy Spirit tells us to be careful. If we think about doing something wrong, the Holy Spirit can warn us to not do it.
The last circle is green. In our Bible story, the Holy Spirit told Peter the truth about what Ananias and Sapphira had done. The Holy Spirit will help us know and do what’s right. If Ananias and Sapphira had done what was right, what would have happened in today’s Bible story? (Allow responses.)
Dismissal
•	Play the Faith Fact Sound video (bell ringing).

•	Show the Faith Fact Slide.

I can’t believe it’s already time to go. Let’s say the Faith Fact together one last time. The Holy Spirit lives in me. Great job! I had a great time learning more about God’s Word with you. See you next time.
•	Send home the Small Group Activity Page and the Hands-On Learning craft with each kid.
•	Remind parents that there are Family Devotions available on the app to do with their kid.
•	Tell everyone the date and time for the next session.
